Here 
are some steps to 
get you started:  
Get a checkup ñ 
a lot of times it 

take a doctor to tell you that you need to 
lose some weight, lower your cholesterol, 
or other health issues that may make you 
work out again.  Start slow  ñ begin walk-
ing as your routine: it will increase your 
heart rate and warm up your muscles.  
Walking is one of the simplest exercises to 
use in order to get back into the habit. 
Once you can walk, then you can build up 
to a jog, and eventually a run. 
 
Progress your work out  -  make a plan of 
what you like to accomplish.  Start with 
exercising 3 days a week for 30 minutes 
to an hour each workout day.  Schedule 
your workouts and pencil them in your cal-
endar.  Progress your workouts if they get 
too easy either with frequency, weight, or 
time. 
 
Join a gym:  Joining a gym will make you 
work out more for a few reasons.  There 
are different machines, aerobic classes, 
and activities that you can participate in.  
Joining Oak Hillõs Fitness Center,  which is 
close to home,  might encourage you to 
work out more frequently. 
 
Get a friend: Call a friend!  Sometimes 
working out can be too lonely, so having a 
friend can be encouraging. 
 
Watch your results:  Working out for 3 
days for at least 30 minutes will get you 
results.  Continue your routine and plan 
for new goals.
