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an electrical malfunction. Not everyone who has sei-
zures falls to the ground and twitches; many people
appear to be dazed, disoriented or distracted for a
brief period of time while the seizure is taking place.
There is a orecoveryod pe
which the brain returns to its preseizure status.

If you do see someone having a seizure, do not at-
tempt to restrain the person; do not put anything in
the personds mouth. A pe
swallow his/her tongue! Help the person having the
seizure avoid hazards; if the person is on the ground,
turn him/her on one side; move anything hard or
sharp out of the way, remove glasses, put something
soft under the personds
wear. If the seizure lasts more than 5 minutes, call
911 for an ambulance.

Many people are able to work, play, study and live rel
tively normal lives. However, for many people, medic:
tions, brain stimulation, and surgery have not worked
to control their seizures. There may be learning dis-
abilities, avoidance of various aspects of daily life in
order to avoid specific

to participate in certain work and/or social situations.
Yes, there are deaths, even sudden deaths, due to ef

lepsy.
